Prayer Shawls

Prayer Shawl Ministry here at St. Josephs has been
recently renewed! To help get a better understanding
of the ministry and what we're doing, below are the
answers to frequently asked questions:

What is the Prayer Shawl Ministry?

The Prayer Shawl Ministry is a group of knitters and
crocheters who make lap blankets and shawls to be
given to anyone in need of physically feeling God’s love
wrapped around them. It is a tangible reminder that they
are being supported with our community’s prayer.

Who decides where the Prayer Shawls go?
Currently shawls are distributed through Kathy Indihar,

anonymous prayer intentions. These intentions are burned Director of Pastoral Care. A shawl can be requested for

in a ritual of prayer several times a year.

In October, the Faith Formation students took turns
burning these requests from the prayer vase.

Q What are some of the symbols of Advent?

The Advent wreath

The circular wreath represents the fact that God has no beginning
and no end. The evergreen branches stand for everlasting life. Four candles—
representing Christ as the light of the world—adorn the wreath. Traditionally,
three of the candles are purple, a sign of penance. These candles are lit on
the first, second and fourth weeks of Advent. On the third week a rose (pink)
candle is lit. This week is known as “Gaudete” Sunday, Latin for “rejoice.” The
rose candle symbolizes joy. In addition to these four candles, many people
place a white candle in the center of their Advent wreath. This candle is called
the Christ candle and is lit on Christmas Day to represent the birth of Christ.

The liturgical color of Advent is Blue.
The color of Advent is Cerulean Blue. It is the last color of the night, just before
dawn when the sun burst forth. Advent, too, is a season of waiting.

The Jesse Tree

The Jesse tree represents Jesus’ family. The name is taken from Isaiah 11:1,

in which Jesus is referred to as a shoot coming up from the stump of Jesse,
the father of David. The ornaments on the Jesse tree tell of Jesus’ ancestors,
and of the events leading to Jesus’ birth. These symbols include: an Apple
(Adam & Eve), Ark or Rainbow (Noah), Knife (Abraham), Ram (Isaac),
Ladder (Jacob), Colorful Coat (Joseph), Tablets of the Law (Moses), Lion
and Lamb (Isaiah).
